1. Apologies for Absence

· Sarah Aitken, Mitch Blair, Helen Daley, Kati Hajibagheri, Julia Nelson, Lorna Price, Fawzia Rahman, Lois Seddon 
2. Minutes of the last meeting

· The minutes of the AGM 2010 were agreed as an accurate record.

3. Matters Arising

· LR reported that ESSOP will be renamed to ISSOP. 
· NICE guideline consultations requests are being put onto the FPH forum and the CPHIG website for members to submit comments.

4. Committee Membership

· According to the CPHIG constitution, the committee can have co-opted members representing the devolved nations. As such, KS will represent Northern Ireland and LR will represent Scotland. 
· GL will be helping to represent CPHIG at meetings and is on the committee nominally as treasurer.

· All present endorsed and approved these changes to the committee membership.

· JR will ask Sarah Aitken for details of any members in Wales who may wish to represent Wales on the committee.

5. Co-Chair’s Report

a) Report

· The co-chairs report was circulated prior to the meeting.

i) Membership contact details
· A discussion on how best to keep members’ contact details up to date, and the best way to communicate with members took place.

· Sending an advert to public health registrars was suggested, as well as to non-clinicians and GPs. JH to liaise with Hannah Pugh for contacting Faculty members.
ii) Sub-specialty working group
· The last meeting of the group was cancelled and the Faculty has not fed back from its away day meeting in September at which the submission was to be discussed. 

· It was agreed that JH & JR write to Lyndsey Davis to establish the Faculty’s position. 

iii) Advocacy
· The statement on Child Poverty has not yet been finalised. At the sub-specialty working group meeting, it was felt that some aspects of the language needed to be amended, and that the statement should not be released until the new government had shown its position. Following the Field Report, now would be a good time to revisit the statement.

· JR agreed to email GL and LR the statement.

· The statement should be revisited in light of the White Paper, finalised and circulated as soon as possible.

iv) Website

· The website is up and running.
· It is hoped that the members’ only area will be up and running in the new year.

b) CPHIG Objectives

· Subspecialty Training – it was agreed that collaboration on training was needed regardless of the status of the application from the working party.
· Survey – the survey to investigate the changing roles and responsibilities of PCTs has not been done.  CPHIG could look at what GPs think, and could be used for the basis of a tool kit for chid health and competences for GPs and child health.

· Consultations – we have tried to engage with members on consultations, through the e-news, and the Faculty forum. Most responses have been from Faculty members.

· Meeting with CPHVA – we need to think about which group (CPHVA or UKPHA) is the most relevant and which has the broadest church.

· Finance – there is approx. £1,000 in the CPHIG account. The issue of having an annual subscription was discussed. The advantages are that members would know they are a member and would be more likely to get involved in the Group’s activities. A nominal fee would be charged, but this would have to cover the administrative costs involved. JR & KM to write a paper on the pros and cons.
· Advocacy – there have been two advocacy sessions at conferences. JR,KH and Mitch Blair are on the College Advocacy Committee. JR is the RCPCH rep on the AoMRC Health Inequalities Committee.

6. Collaborations

· UKPHA has a child public health special interest group, which will potentially overlap with CPHIG. Its focus is the promotion of particular staff groups.
· JH met with the executive committee of this group, with three points to note:

· In principal there are opportunities to collaborate but would need to identify a common area of interest;

· There is the possibility of running a joint conference, e.g. at the UKPHA annual conference

· Joint executive committee meeting to discuss plans and opportunities.

· The general consensus of those present was that it would be good to collaborate; however there is the possibility of confusion due to having the same name.

7. Events

a) Training Day

· The training day will take place on 18 May at the RCPCH which will be geared towards meeting paediatric competences in child public health.

· Kati will circulate the programme as soon as it is available. This also needs to be circulated to the deaneries.

· Training days should ideally be across the country and not just London based.

b) Poverty conference

· The conference was cancelled due to the cost of the venue and the high number of delegates required to break even. 

· JR reported that Steve Field (past RCGP chair) is the chair of the new Health Inclusion Board. There is the possibility that CPHIG could have a session at the RCGP conference in Liverpool. It was agreed to explore this option and establish any costs involved (e.g. registration). 

· It was agreed that in the current climate CPHIG would not host its own meetings, but try to tag onto other relevant meetings.

c) ISSOP Meetings

· The 2011 meeting will take place in Maastricht on ‘Partnerships in prevention and care’.
· The 2012 meeting will take place in St Andrews and will be organised by LR and Tony Waterston, possibly on the theme of ‘Evidence into practice and policy’. If anyone is interested in being involved, knows any good speakers, etc. please let LR and TW know. 
8. Any Other Business

a) White Paper
· The RCPCH and FPH will be looking to respond to the White Paper. CPHIG needs to decide if it wants to submit its own individual response, or if it wants to piggyback onto either of the College of Faculty responses.
· It was agreed that all committee members note 3 or 4 items of interest in the Paper and email to the other members of the committee.
b) Co-chair (FPH)

· JH plans to stand down as co-chair at the end of his term in 2011. CPHIG needs to strengthen its relationship with FPH at the policy and Board level to ensure an active co-chair is recruited.

9. Date of next meeting
· The 2011 Annual General Meeting will take place on Tuesday 11 October during the BACCH Annual Scientific Meeting in Birmingham.
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
